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PRESENTERS

STEPHANIE ASTERIADIS, M.A. is Coordinator of the CASAT (Center for the

Application of Substance Abuse Technologies) Clearinghouse at the University of
Nevada, Reno. The Clearinghouse distributes treatment and prevention resources as
an Associate RADAR Network Center in Nevada and provides research services

and resources for the Western CAPT (Center for the Application of Substance Abuse
Technologies).

ROBERT W. DENNISTON currently serves as the Deputy Director for
Partnerships, National Youth Anti-Drug Media Campaign, at the White House
Office of National Drug Control Policy, on appointment from the US Department of
Health and Human Services (HHS). He previously served as director of the HHS
Secretary’s Initiative on Youth Substance Abuse Prevention, within the Substance
Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA). Mr. Denniston
previously held the position of director, division of prevention application and
education, Center for Substance Abuse Prevention (CSAP). His particular interests
are in social marketing, knowledge transfer, and the application of environment
approaches to prevention, with special focus on underage drinking.

PATIENCE FREDERIKSEN, has worked in many types of libraries in different
capacities: reference, collection development, government publications, technical
services, adjunct faculty, and most recently, as a grants administrator. She is
extremely active with the Alaska Library Association and its annual conferences and
recently served on the board of Alaskans United Against the Cap, a group that

defeated a statewide tax cap proposal. She lives in Anchorage with her son and two
geriatric cats.
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LEIGH HALLINGBY holds a BA in political science from Wellesley College, a
Master’s in Social Work from the University of Pennsylvania, and an MS in Library
Service from Columbia University. She has been working as a special librarian since
1979, setting up and managing new libraries for the Sex Information and Education
Council of the U.S. (SIECUS), the National Center for Children in Poverty at the
Columbia University School of Public Health, the National Center on Addiction and
Substance Abuse at Columbia University (CASA), and the Soros Foundations/Open
Society Institute (SF/OSI). She also served as the Psychology Librarian at Columbia
University for two years. Leigh is currently the head librarian at SF/OSI, which
includes the library of the Lindesmith Center, a project on drug policy reform
founded in 1994. She has been active in the Association of Population and Family
Planning Libraries and Information Centers (APLIC), the Special Libraries
Association (SLA), and SALIS.

ERIC HELMUTH is Managing Editor for Join Together Online (JTO), an online
resource center, email news service and web content syndication network
supporting community-based efforts to reduce substance abuse and gun violence.
JTO reaches 12,000 daily and weekly email subscribers, 300 community-based
websites and 70,000 unique web visitors each month with news and resources
tailored for professionals and community organizers working on these issues. In his
role, Eric oversees daily publication, site promotion and new content development.
He has worked previously as a community organizer in a CSAP Community
Partnership coalition, and as a social worker, crisis counselor and psychotherapist at
community mental health centers. Eric holds bachelor's degrees in music and
psychology, and an M.A. in Counseling Psychology. Join Together is a project of the
Boston University School of Public Health, funded by grants from the Robert Wood
Johnson Foundation and Joyce Foundation.

SUZANNE JONES, has a background as a Special Librarian and has worked in
London in different areas. She has also been involved in research while working for
the Australian Council for Educational Research. Suzanne Jones is currently the
Alcohol Advisory Council of New Zealand's Manager Information Services, a role
which incorporates that of web manager. She is actively involved in a number of

information networks and is also on the UNESCO sub-committee for
Communications in New Zealand.
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SUMAN KAPOOR, is working as Librarian at All India Institute of Medical
Sciences Library in New Delhi. She has B.A. (Hons.) from Delhi University and
Diploma in Library Science from Women's Polytechnic, Delhi. She is looking after
serials ordering and maintenance, acquired LIBSYS software training from M/s.
LIBSYS Corp. She has attained MLAI 93 (National Convention & Workshop)
organized by Medical Library Association of India on 13-16 Oct. 1993 at New Delhi
and MLAI National Symposium on education for Librarianship on Sep. 11-14, 1995
at New Delhi. She is also a life member of MLAI and founder of ITLISA.

JUDI KOSTERMAN, Ed.D.

Vice President, Business Relations

Dr. Kosterman has more than 20 years of experience in developing and coordinating
local, state and national programs to prevent and treat substance abuse. Before
joining eGetgoing, she served as the Director of the National Center for the
Advancement of Prevention (NCAP), whose mission is to assist in bridging the gap
between substance abuse prevention research and science, and their practical
application in the real lives of Americans. Prior to that, she served as Assistant
Director for the Office of National Drug Control Policy's National Youth Anti-Drug
Media Campaign. She held that position (made possible as an interagency
personnel arrangement) during her 1994-1999 tenure as Vice President for Training
and Technical Assistance for Community Anti-Drug Coalitions of America. From
1990-1994 she served as Special Assistant on the Issue of Substance Abuse, or "Drug
Czar" for Washington state, leading the statewide effort for community mobilization
against substance abuse and coordinating the Washington Interagency Network
Against Substance Abuse.

Before and during her work in the substance abuse arena, Dr. Kosterman spent 15
years in the field of education as a high school teacher, counselor, principal, school
district superintendent and university professor. She holds a doctorate in
Educational Leadership and Addiction Studies from Seattle University. In addition,
she has been honored as Educator of the Year from the National Federation of
Parents for Drug Free Youth, received Washington State's Christa McAuliffe
Excellence in Education Award and was the first recipient of the Kosterman Award
for Leadership in Substance Abuse Prevention, named for her.
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SHEILA LACROIX, BSC, MLS, is the Library Coordinator at the Centre for
Addiction and Mental Health (CAMH) Library, Toronto, Canada. CAMH is a
multidisciplinary research centre in addictions, mental health and psychiatry, as
well as a teaching hospital, affiliated with the University of Toronto. The library
includes the collections of the former Addiction Research Foundation (ARF). Ms.
Lacroix has been providing reference and research services at the Centre to both the
professionals and public of Ontario since 1991. Her work includes addictions and
mental health information dissemination through the development of various
information products such as bibliographies and other resource guides. She also
assists in the researching and editing for many of the Centre's publications. A long-
term member of SALIS, she serves as Chair of the Canadian Special Interest Group,
and has served on the SALIS Executive Board as Chair; Ms. Lacroix also represented
SALIS at the first and second Journal Editing in the Addictions international
meetings in 1997 and 1999.

ELIZABETH LOZANO obtained a MLIS from McGill University and a B.Ed from
the University of Ottawa. She is the new coordinator at the Virtual Clearinghouse on
Alcohol, Tobacco and Other Drugs but has worked as reference librarian during the

past 3 years at the Canadian HIV/AIDS Clearinghouse in Canada. She is trilingual,
English, French and Spanish.

GEORGE MARCELLE, Represents the Center for Substance Abuse Prevention’s
Media Relations and Marketing Group initiative on the West Coast, for which he
serves as communication director from his offices in Hollywood. Mr. Marcelle, for
many years previously served as public information director for the National
Council on Alcoholism and Drug Dependence, the largest national voluntary health

organization dedicated to such issues, based at the Council’'s headquarters in New
York City.

Thomas Mikolyzk, M.A,, C.A.S,, is the Director of the Lura Lynn Ryan Prevention
Research Library and works out of the PFI’s Chicago Office. Tom holds a library
degree from the University of Chicago, has a second graduate degree in educational
administration, and has been an academic librarian since 1985. Tom currently is the
chair of SALIS’ Education Committee. He owns a set of golf clubs, his wife has a
dog, and he likes to reminisce about playing softball.
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HAROLD NAPOLEON is a Yup'ik Eskimo born in Old Chevak, Alaska. He spent
most of his childhood in Hooper bay and did not begin to learn English until he
went to school at six years of age. He was sent at age twelve to Copper Valley
School. Harold graduated from St. Mary’s High School in 1968 and was
valedictorian of his class. Thereafter, he went to Great Falls, Montana, where he
chose to study history. Later he transferred to University of Alaska. In 1972 he
became executive director of the Association of Village Council Presidents and in
that capacity learnt more about Yup'ik culture. His whole adult life has been spent
working for Yup’ik people. He has served them as executive director, vice-
president, president and vice-chairman. He has been very active in native issues,

such as subsistence, sobriety movement , healing and the very issues he writes
about.

MARY O’BRIEN, is the Library Coordinator for the Lura Lynn Ryan Research
Library, part of Prevention First, Inc. She is located in Springfield office. She is an
active member of SALIS, serving on the education committee, as well as acting as
past host for the annual conference. Mary has been with PFI for over 15 years, is a
representative to RADAR, and is a leader in prevention librarianship. She is also a
fine golfer, loyal dog owner and determined softball player.

DIANE OGILVIE is the Director of Prevention, Education and Training at Akeela
Inc. She has a Masters in Education with significant post-graduate work in the area
of human development from birth to adolescence and over 20 years experience in
education, substance abuse prevention and treatment, and related areas. Her major
area of emphasis has been on the training side of the field with years developing
curriculum addressing a wide variety of human services programs. She also has
extensive experience in the field of cultural competency. She has recently developed
a cultural competency curriculum, which is currently being delivered to cross-train
human service, mental health, and substance abuse service providers as part of the
Community Mental Health/ API 2000 Project.
